She said hopefully we won’t run out of money before the two year time is up.  Chair Siegel said we should be good for a couple of years but some counties are in real trouble and will run out of money before January.

Rep. Gaskill said they’ll be talking about property taxes again in the next legislative session.  She asked the Board to keep her informed of how things will affect them.  She thanked them for taking the time at today’s meeting.
