Chair Siegel called the meeting to order.  Vice Chair Kenning moved, seconded by Supervisor Parker to approve the agenda.  Motion carried.

Vice Chair Kenning moved, seconded by Supervisor Parker to approve the minutes of the May 22, 2012 Board meeting.  Motion carried.

Bruce Hudson, Executive Director of RUSS, addressed the Board.  He said the big thing they’ve been working on is a rate study to rein in the expenses of the organization, and this took about 3 ½ months to put together.  USDA requires that all systems pay their own way.

Vice Chair Kenning said the last RUSS meeting put the last nail in the coffin with dues going up.  Supervisor Parker said the bylaws state that, for any financial obligation, it takes a resolution by all the counties.  He said the problem is they’ve wanted out but the organization is not very receptive to them leaving, even though they have no project.  He said Davis County was allowed to leave but Wapello County hasn’t been. 

Chair Siegel read from a document dated back in 2010 from Attorney Paul Zingg, laying out how to get out of the system.  He asked how Wapello County’s leaving could make any detriment to their success.  Vice Chair Kenning talked about having two sets of dues, but the RUSS board rejected that idea.  Bruce said he’s been looking into that idea.

Vice Chair Kenning said anything that obligates county funds has to pass the county by resolution.  He said our county dollars are being funded into something we get no benefit from.  He said if the dues were still $1,000, they wouldn’t be having this meeting.  He said the vote to raise the dues wasn’t unanimous of all the counties.

Supervisor Parker said he’ll just say it point blank that they want out and they’re going to  get out.  He said his understanding is all entities must approve the financial obligations.

Item #4 Approval of McDowell subdivision was tabled until next week.

Supervisor Parker moved, seconded by Vice Chair Kenning to approve the Wapello County recreational trail easement.  Motion carried.

Supervisor Parker moved, seconded by Vice Chair Kenning to have the Chair sign the contract with  C & W Boiler, LLC for boiler replacement at the Wapello County Courthouse.  Motion carried.

Vice Chair Kenning moved, seconded by Supervisor Parker to approve the cigarette/tobacco permit for Hwy 63 South BP for July 1, 2012 through June 30, 2013.  Motion carried.

Vice Chair Kenning moved, seconded by Supervisor Parker to approve installing fiber optic cable for the Mental Health Center.  Motion carried.

County claims in the amount of $552,452.86 and payroll in the amount of $337,507.41 were approved.
